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Veterans Day is Nov. 11

On the 11th hour of the 11th day
of the 11th month of 1918 an
armistice between Germany and
the Allied nations came into
effect. On November 11, 1919,
Armistice Day was first
commemorated.

In 1926, the U. S. Congress
recognized the end of WW | and
declared that the anniversary of
the armistice be commemorated
with prayer and thanksgiving.

An Act (52 Stat. 351; 5 U. S. Code,
Sec. 87a) was approved on May
13, 1938, which made November
11 in each year a legal holiday,
known as Armistice Day. This day
was originally intended to honor
veterans of World War I.

In 1954, after World War Il and
Korea, the veterans service
organizations urged Congress to
change the word "Armistice" to
"Veterans". Congress approved
this change and on June 1, 1954,
November 11 became a day to
honor all American veterans,
where ever and whenever they
had served.
